Phenomenal Field
- Enables things to always already have a sense for us
- Necessarily hidden
- Sign and signification merge
- Figure on background (Obj-horizon)
- Ambiguous and non-thetic, surrounding the thetic

The Natural World
- Horizon of all my horizons
- Not an object
- An absolute mystery (nothing beyond horizons except other horizons)

Perceptual Constants
- Our ‘hold’ on things; abstract moments of the constancy of things
- Size/Form (Privileged perception (optimal distance) / distance is a tension oscillating around a norm)
- Colour (Lighting)

The Thing and the Natural World

Body (connection to the world)

1st Reduction from objective world

Speech
- Speech is thought (e.g. the orator)
- Word bears the sense of the obj.
- Speech is a gesture (modulation of my body)
- Authentic when gives rise to a new sense in the listener
Sensing
- Lived communication (communion) with world
- The thing thinking itself in me (element of passivity)
- Originally inter-sensory / holistic (synaesthesia)
- Qualities:
     - only appear as a pulverisation of the thing 
     - are manners of being in the world proposed to me


The Intersensory Thing Itself
- Lived and given at once
- Two aspects:
     - Object pole
          - Burdened with anthropological predicates
     - In-itself
          - Other (insurmountable plenitude)
- A transcendence in the wake of a subjectivity
- An absolute mystery (nothing inside except other smaller things)


Affectivity (e.g. Sexuality)
- Creates an atmosphere
- Ambiguous and non-thetic
- Actualises existence


Space
- Derived from treating my body as a system for possible actions
- Means by which position becomes possible
Obj space  Body as agent  Impersonal body
- Direction (Spatial level – things act like anchorage points)
- Depth (Primordial depth)
- Movement (Moving obj. vs. Movable obj.)
- Lived Space (Spatiality is always existential)

Spatiality
- Body schema (situational, dynamic, and a whole)
- Intentional arc (projects world around us)
- Motricity (‘I can’ not ‘I think’)
- Habit (way we ‘know’ world (e.g. blind person’s cane))


Others
- Known through the body (as behaviour, not object)
- The other’s body and mine form a system
- Language as a concrete bond between me and the other
- There is a lived solipsism that cannot be transcended
- But solipsism as a disbelief in the existence of the other cannot be maintained
- The social world is a permanent field of existence; not a sum of objects



Self (Cogito)
Proposition: I can’t be certain of the object I perceive, but I can be certain that I think I perceive it
















Conclusion: Both (subject/world and subject/self) are never completed syntheses which are nevertheless self-affirming





Subject and Him/Herself (Acts of Pure Thought)
- Uncertain (thoughts transcend us):
     - Ideas grounded in my taking them up; e.g. essence of a triangle (motricity and body)
     - E.g. speech as the way thought transcends itself (appropriation of a thought)
     - Temporality:
          - All events take up a heritage of the past
          - Past as background
          - All truth is situated and grounded in the world
               - Founding/Founded 
- Certain:
     - Lived 
          - When we give up the attempt to make it explicit everywhere
          - Implied in every conception of being and the possible (prior to truth)

Subject and World
- Certain:
     - Perceived and perceiving have same modality (to see is to see something)
     - Consciousness is entirely transcendence
     - I am in the world
- Uncertain and Ambiguous:
     - Not because the world is external to me, but because I am in the world

Subject and Him/Herself (Psychic Facts)
- Uncertain:
     - We can be mistaken (e.g. false love)
     - Typically ruled by situational values
- Certain:
     - Lived





The Cogito
- How can I be constituting my thoughts in general while never actually creating any one thought? 
- Spoken Cogito (idea)
- Silent/Tacit Cogito (fleeting, ambiguous hold on itself (and the world)):
     - Non-dualistic – Move from sub/obj to perspective/field
     - Connected with body and world

2nd Reduction
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Temporality / Subjectivity

- Protention/Retention (act vs. operative intentionality)
- Must be understood as a whole (e.g. fountain) 
- An absolute flow which appears perspectivally to itself as “a consciousness” because it is a field of presence (to itself, others, and world)
- Ek-static: 
     - Time – Each instant is outside itself in time as a whole
     - Subjectivity – We are outside ourselves in the world
- Making explicit of what was originally implicit:
     - Time (3 ecstasies) (time as a whole)
     - Subjectivity (self, world, thing) (lived experience)
- Temporality temporalises as a future-that-goes-into-the-past-by-coming-into-the-present (“generalised time”)

Others
- Temporalities (unlike consciousnesses) are mutually compatible
World (Things)
- No world without a subjectivity
- No subjectivity without a world
Self (consciousness) / Body
- Grounded in present through the body
- Ultimate subjectivity (being and consciousness coincide in a field of presence) 


Creates freedom to start a new project
General Themes:
- Can’t understand a thing by breaking it apart
- We are in the world in fields which are how things first appear; i.e. imbued with meaning although ambiguous, uncertain, and incomplete)
- Subjectivity is a making explicit of what was originally implicit (perception/world/thing/self)

Freedom
- Requires an already established field (not created by me)
- Sedimentation of our life constrains freedom (habit)
- Existential approach (generalised field (One) and individual existence)
- Along with existence I got a style which conditions all of my actions and thoughts. I am free, not beneath this structure, but through it. I am free as this structure.

Problem of Transcendence – Resolved through overcoming of dualism
I am “open to phenomena that transcend me and that, nevertheless, only exist to the extent that I take them up and live them…” because subject and object are two abstract moments that come together in presence
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
